These emergency grant funds have been given to you as a result of the American Rescue Plan Act of 
2021 that again funded the Higher Education Emergency Relief Fund (HEERF).   Specifically these funds 
are to help cover such expenses as tuition and fees, food, housing, course materials, technology, health 
care (including mental health care), childcare, transportation and costs associated with remote learning.  
If you still have a balance on your account for Fall 2021, you could consider using these funds to satisfy 
that balance.  
 
As you were previously notified, the amounts of these grants were determined using an average cost 
method and take into consideration both Expected Family Contribution (EFC) and living situations.   

Students should be aware that if their family financial circumstances have changed since the 2019
